Gospel Reading: Matthew 14:13-21


Now when Jesus heard this, he withdrew from there in a boat to a deserted place by himself. But when the crowds heard it, they followed him on foot from the towns. When he went ashore, he saw a great crowd; and he had compassion for them and cured their sick. QUESTIONS TO THE MINISTER OF THE WORD

Trevor Phillips (Chair of Wimala Presbytery) addresses the minister:


Linda, my sister in Christ, you are called to be a servant and a shepherd in this congregation.
